Text: How the Kangaroos got their Tails
	
	Teaching/Learning Activities
	Resources

	Objective A

Communicate through speaking, listening, reading, writing, viewing and representing.

	· Tell students we will discovering how kangaroos came to look the way they do according to an Indigenous Australian Dreamtime story. Discuss with students what Dreamtime stories are. Read the blurb at the back of the text and discuss.
· Students turn to a partner and tell their partner what they believe kangaroos look like. Students report back to a brainstorming session on what kangaroos look like. List on IWB. Look at a photograph of a kangaroo and add any features not on the list created. Have students take turns to drag labels recorded to body parts. Students illustrate a kangaroo using colouring pencils etc
· Read the story and stop at the part where Kangaroos each break a stick off a tree. Get children to predict what they think will happen next and why?

· Get students to draw a picture of their prediction and write a sentence underneath about the prediction. 

· Read on to the end of the story and compare the predictions? Where they close?

	Objective B

	· Read the Dreamtime picture book again and ask students to listen for information about what the kangaroos look like and where they live. Record responses in Notebook. 

· What do we already know about Indigenous Australians? Think, pair, share. Whole group share and record responses on board.

· Brainstorm (who, what, where, when, why, how questions) What questions do we have about Aboriginal Dreamtime Stories? What is the purpose of Dreamtime stories? Who were the stories written for? Discuss how stories were passed down through generations.
·    Discuss the significance of dreamtime stories for Indigenous Australians in passing on their culture from one generation to another. Discuss stories that they may have heard from their families.

	Objective  C

	· After reading the Dreaming story students discuss and demonstrate, using paint, crayons, textas or Tux paint, the good things that happened to the birds because they were kind. 
· Get each student to present their work to the class.
·  Have a joint discussion during a Circle Time activity of the behaviours we can use to demonstrate kindness.

	Objective D

· Discuss book reviews and discuss how and why people review books. Think aloud and reflect aloud as you model a book review for students. Get students to discuss their opinions of the book with a partner and report back to the class. They may discuss the characters, settings, art, story line.

	· Ask the students what dreamtime stories are, what their purpose is.

	Objective A

	*Discuss the title of the book and identify the author and illustrator. Encourage the students to predict what the text may be about before reading. Get students to predict with a partner and then share with the class
*Read the blurb at the back of the text and discuss.
*Discuss holding books correctly, direction on print, return sweeps, spaces, upper and lower case letters.
*Discuss  strategies you would use to work out unknown words such as reading on, re reading, looking at pictures and breaking into chunks
*Discuss the key events and characters.

* Return to tables and write a sentence describing the owl and draw a picture. Students then work with a partner to share their text and help edit spelling, capital letters and full stops.

	*Re read the text and emphasise expression, intonation and appropriate use of pausing to enhance the meaning and structure of the text.
*Discuss how Dreamtime stories are passed down through story telling. Ask students if anyone in their family tells them stories?
*Whilst listening to the story have the students think about how Dunbi is feeling. 
*Encourage students to share any issues they’ve had around teasing & bullying. 

*Discuss what might have happened if the children had behaved differently. Students draw and write about a new ending for the story.

	Objective A

Communicate through speaking, listening, reading, writing, viewing and representing.

	*Discuss the title of the book. 
*Talk about birds and their colours. Ask the children what they know about birds and their colours. 

*Encourage the students to predict what the text may be about before seeing the front cover or other pages.  Students can do this with a small group and then report back to the whole group. Get students to base their predictions on the title and what they know about Dreamtime stories.

 * Read the text to the class without showing the illustrations. As you read ask the children to try to visualise what they think the setting and characters may look like.
*Ask students whether they believe the title of the story helped them predict what the story was about.

*Get students to draw a picture of what they think the setting/characters may look like and present to the class. 

*Look the text, compare drawings to the text. Discuss whether visualisations were accurate, very different etc. 

*Re-read the text, showing the illustrations on each page.

*Encourage students to find known words in the text. 
*Discuss pronouns and find them in the text. Discuss to whom the pronouns are referring to in the story.
*Find words that start with ‘b’ and ‘c’. Find works with ‘ir’ and list other ‘ir’ words. Find a word with ‘ow’ and list other ‘ow’ words.

	Objective A

Communicate through speaking, listening, reading, writing, viewing and representing.

	· Say to your students that you are going to read them another Aboriginal story.
· Read the blurb at the back of the text and discuss
·  While you are reading the story ask the students to focus on the echidna. They need to think about how they can describe the echidna.
· Discuss  strategies you would use to work out unknown words such as reading on, re reading, looking at pictures and breaking into chunks
· Whole Class Discussion: How can you describe the echidna? What he looks like in the beginning compared to, the end? How does he feel about his situation? Do you like the echidna? Why/why not? With a partner get the students to discuss why they think the echidna acted the way he did?

· Students draw and write a sentence to describe what the echidna looked like at the beginning and the end of the story.
· Compare all Dreamtimes stories, discuss similarities and differences.

	Objective B

	· Re-read the text and stop to discuss each page. Bring students attention to the nouns in the story. Together analyse the ‘action & reaction’ of the echidna on each page i.e. What is the echidna doing? Why is he doing it? What words explain how the other animals are feeling? How is the echidna feeling? What is the image on each page telling you? What happened first, next and finally?
· Discuss dreamtime stories and the possible intended audience. Discuss the reason why dreamtime stories are created (to explain the patterns of life for the Aboriginal people) 
· Reflection: Students to return to their desk and write their understanding of the intended audience of the text, and why.

	· Discuss with the students how the echidna came to have 1) spiky backs, 2) hunt for ants among rocks, and 3) shuffle on bent feet.
· Watch a you tube clip on ‘How the Echidna got its Spikes’ which was created and filmed by students  http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=OzCP1r1p0cQ 

· Get students to create bush scene for a backdrop and provide pictures of characters from the story for students to use as puppets. Cut out characters and stick to paddle pop sticks.
· Ask children to work in small groups to retell and film different scenes from the story. 

· Students present to the class.

Key Concept: Culture

Focus: Students will participate in lessons to learn about the importance of storytelling in Indigenous culture. They will develop an awareness of the significance of dreamtime stories for Indigenous Australians in passing on their culture from one generation to another and develop understandings of the importance the land has for Indigenous Australians. Students will listen to, read, view, illustrate and respond to dreaming stories and record information and events and analyse characters. Drawing on their prior knowledge of text structures and features they will make connections to their own experiences and between texts read.
